HOW TO FILL OUT PARTY HOURS 
Hours should be figured for the entire party. An example: 3 people birding together all day for 8 hours 
8 party hours. However, sometimes there are two parties or more in an area. An example: 2 people 
birding together for 8 hours and 2 other people birding together in the same area for 6 hours = 14 (8+6) 
total party hours in 2 parties (the two parties never birded together). Sometimes a group will be 
together and then split up. An example: 3 people together for 2 hours, then splitting into 1 person for 4 
more hours and two people for 5 more hours = 11 (2+4+5) total party hours in 1-2 parties (they birded 
together in 1 party for a while then split into 2 parties).
